14. 2011 Pinot Grigio Rosé, Villa Garducci £ 4.20 £ 5.30 £ 19.50
Veneto, Northern Italy   (12% abv)

Light salmon pink in colour with delicate fruity flavours including peach and raspberry

15. 2011 Sancerre Rosé, Domaine Jean & Michel Naudet £ 32.00
Loire Valley, France

Light pink Pinot Noir rosé from a small family grower in the Loire Valley. Wonderful with shellfish

Red Wine
Light bodied & delicate reds 125ml Glass 175ml Glass Bottle

16. 2012 Quinteiro Tempranillo, Bodegas Gallegas £ 3.40 £ 4.00 £ 15.00
Galicia, Spain   (12% abv)

Soft and smooth Spanish red from the famous grape of Rioja , which goes well with cold meat or lamb dishes

17. 2012 Montepulciano Villa Garducci £ 3.85 £ 4.90 £ 18.00
Abruzzo, Italy     (13% abv)

Beaujolais, France
